	What is this Task About?
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This learner task is about The Next Eleven (known also as N-11), which are the eleven countries identified by Goldman Sachs investment bank and economist Jim O'Neillas having a high potential of becoming, along with the BRIC counties, the world's largest economies in the 21st century. The N-11 are: Bangladesh, Egypt, Indonesia, Iran, Mexico, Nigeria, Pakistan, Philippines, Turkey, South Korea, and Vietnam, all have promising outlooks for investment and future growth, Goldman Sachs chose these countries on December 12, 2005. At the end of 2011, the four major countries (Mexico, Indonesia, South Korea and Turkey) also known as MIKT, made up 73 percent of all Next Eleven GDP. BRIC GDP was $13.5 trillion, while MIKT GDP was almost 30 percent of that: $3.9 trillion. (source https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Next_Eleven)
The task is designed in the project TRIGGER and one of a set of 12 learner tasks on Internationalisation and the preparation for a mobility experience (study or exchange), in which you can develop your own skills, such as: Being adaptive for changes, a team player, an active European citizen, curious, interactive and taking care of the environment.
To achieve this task you are required to provide evidence to demonstrate your knowledge and understanding about new economies and your own attitude towards the challenges of these markets, people wise and environmentally.


	Tasks / subtasks

	1. Introduction to the topic

a. Together with your class start a discussion about rising economies and the Next Eleven. What does this mean for you as a (western) customer and for the global economy? One of your group prepares the discussion, introduces the topic (N-11) and leads the discussion.

b. You discuss the option of inviting a guest speaker who can inform you about this topic. Someone from the Chamber of Commerce, for instance, or an economics teacher.
c. Your teacher will decide which countries will be your research countries as you will (where possible) work together with a learner group from another school in Europe. Both schools will research the same topics and both schools will work on two of the BRIC countries and two of the N-11 countries. This can be discussed through Skype or email.

d. In groups of 4-6 you research:

i. The macroeconomic stability
ii. Political situation
iii. Trade – the openness of trade and the situation for young workers / children
iv. The possibilities for education, employment, (fair) trade and equal rights for men and women

v. Seeing the results of the research: how do I want to act as customer in future?

e. You write down questions that arise about these subjects and which questions you want to ask a guest speaker.
2. The guest speaker

a. The guest speaker will introduce him/herself and give an introduction on the topic and countries

b. After the presentation you start asking the selected questions. This will give you more input for your research

c. You present your research outcomes achieved so far, done by one representative per group/country. 
3. Long distance discussion
a. Now that you finished the first part of your research, you will get in contact with the other school abroad (ask your teacher)
b. Use the most suitable mode of communication to hear each other’s opinions on the topics
c. Combine the work you did, and finalize one research report together (note that it may be necessary to also justify your own part of the work, in case this needs to be graded.)

d. Make a poster with the title: How do we behave as customers?
e. Your teacher will tell you how many lessons you will have to work on it together and to prepare a final presentation

4. Make a plan for the final presentation and organize it. You can be present to government, politics, your parents, your school.  Try to plan your final presentation to coincide with the one of the foreign school, via Skype or videoconferencing, or an exchange visit. Discuss the possibilitieswithyour teacher. 
Where possible you should use relevant materials to support your work in this task.

	Provide written and/or oral evidence that covers all of the tasks for this assignment. 

The evidence for this assignment will be presented in a variety of ways such as a report, presentation or project folder. 

Prior to starting this task you should discuss and agree on the format with your teacher.

Furthermore, this is an open book task. It is up to your teacher to decide how to gain a pass for this assignment.

	TASK  10/title:
	10. The Next Eleven  -  A changing market and how do we behave to it as customers?



This is a task that brings a lot of new insights to the group and offers to let your pupils work together with pupils from abroad. Although it may look complicated to use this assignment, it is not as difficult as it may seem. Once the group starts on the task, you don’t have to do anything but walk around and monitor their progress. Our aim with this task is to expand the pupils’ view and perspective about EU economy in reference to the world’s economy.
Additional background information:

The criteria that Goldman Sachs used were macroeconomic stability, political maturity, openness of trade and investment policies, and the quality of education. The N-11 paper is a follow-up to the bank's 2003 paper on the four emerging BRIC economies, Brazil, Russia, India, and China.[2] It can be compared with the CIVETS list coined by Robert Ward, global forecasting director for the Economist Intelligence Unit (EIU) – having a few differences, but many similarities.(source Wikipedia)

Suggestions for teaching the new skills:
Being curious: An option may be to confuse pupils sometimes. By doing it deliberately the teacher can make them wonder. 

Talking about one’s own experiences will make people curious. 

Creating new contexts for the students helps taking them out of their comfort zones.

You can also show some videos of cooperation of different countries in projects. Learners will see there is so much fun.

By provoking,  motivating, learners, by putting them in new critical situations

Taking care of the environment: In this case it may be teaching by doing… You as a teacher can show your pupils an example. For instance by closing the windows, when you turn the heating on. Or by switching of the lights, when the sun is shining in the classroom. By getting to school by foot or on a bike, instead of taking your car (at least if you live at not to far a distance).  You can also do research with your class in a bunch of newspapers. Or give them the task to listen to the news for a week and write down all topics related to environment. Or by letting them discuss this at home, and then share the outcomes in a forum meeting.

There are so many options. But they all start by getting aware of the situation!

Being a team player: As the learners have to work together, they need to listen to each other and decide together. 

Being an active European citizen: Creative activities with students of other countries can help.

starting at home; face them or better, let them investigate/find real problem issues in their school and they will offer solutions ( action.

You should inform the pupils about the different organizations of the EU, the different political systems.

Inform the pupils what consequences might arise, when they are not willing to share the workload for Europe.

By letting them become aware of their economic and spiritual values, be proud of them and wish to share them.

 Being interactive: It is advised to leave the initiative with the learners for this task, and interfere as little as needed. In the pilots teachers found that, although they sometimes find this very hard, not giving the answer, but helping with an extra advise or question, gives the learners a boost for interaction, discussion and curiosity. There is no need to have silence in the classroom all the time. Sometimes discussion needs its noise (:

Who is this task for?
This task is for pupils in secondary education, and can be used in all years.  
Level:
middle Secondary education in bigger teams with help of teacher;
upper Secondary education in smaller teams with less assistance of teachers. 

This assignment is part of a set of 12 tasks integrating the Common Framework for Europe Competences (CFEC) domains including Internationalisation and the preparation for mobility experience, the new European skills and different school courses. This task focuses on what the learner knows about (global) economics and lets them explore the possibilities and their awareness. 

In fact this task is suitable for all learners, irrespective of their educational level, but a lower level will implicit that the teacher will need to invest more time in guidance or arrangements, or even cut the assignment in smaller tasks. Learners do not need specific mobility for this assignment.
When should this task be undertaken?
This task can be undertaken whenever you want, but best is to let it be integrated with other TRIGGER tasks to form an enhanced project based assignment. 

All pupils can start with either task. This task could be offered to a lower class or level learner too, coaching will be necessary depending the year and level. An international perspective is needed on this topic. It is up to the tutor to determine when a pupil is ready for a task. 

 How many hours should be undertaken to achieve this task?
It has been estimated that around 8+.hours work is needed for learners. This can be completed as part of the curriculum or independently. These estimated hours are merely a guideline and may need adjusting for learners who have additional support needs. These estimated hours can be reduced depending on whether the group works on all the subtasks or whether different teams take up different subtasks AND depending on the amount of hours available to reach these competence aims and outcomes within the curricula.
What evidence is required to achieve this task?
A learner can undertake several smaller tasks of this assignment. To achieve the assignment, all tasks should be completed. Where possible a pupil should use relevant materials to support their work in this task. However, DIFFERENT LEVELS, DIFFERENT TASKS:  Lower level pupils could also fulfill fewer tasks, or work in teams and take a subtask each, so that they complete the assignment in teamwork. 

Support from the teacher is sometimes essential. It is advised to have a few links to relevant websites available.

How do I assess the level achieved in the CFEC after each task? 

The assessment page should be printed out so that pupils understand what kind of competences they are developing in each task. The assessment could be done individually, per group or even per class. 
Pupils should keep a portfolio that collects and shows they have achieved the mentioned competences.
What are possible benefits of completing this task?
· Increased awareness of human rights, fair trade and child labour;

· Increased cultural awareness; 

· Increased language ability; 

· Increased self-confidence; 

· Understanding of other countries in Europe/world; 

· Improved communication skills; 

· Work relationships; 

· Personal relationships; 

· Increased interest in other people;
