	What is this Task About? 

	This learner task is about Planning a 1 week exchange trip in Europe

When you are able to work in groups you may also decide together that each group prepares information about a different town, region or country. You can then present the results to each other. And of course it would be fantastic if you would be able to really make this trip!

The task is designed within the project TRIGGER and is one of a set of 12 learner tasks on Internationalisation and the preparation for mobility experience, in which you can develop your own skills as: being adaptive for changes, a team player, an active European citizen, curious, interactive and taking care of the environment.
To achieve this task you are required to provide evidence to demonstrate your knowledge and involvement in the preparation of a class trip in Europe.


	Tasks/subtasks

	Suppose your class has the opportunity to participate in a 1 week exchange trip in Europe. 
(note: if you decided with the teacher that all concentrate on a town or region instead of a country, please keep this in mind when you read the tasks below...)

1. (In groups) Collect information on geography, culture, education, cost of life and means of transport in other countries in Europe. 
a. List the country/s you would like to have an exchange with.
b. Give reasons why you want to visit the country.
c. What do young people like doing in their free time in that country?
d. What is the typical school timetable in that country?
e. How will you get there and how much it will cost?
f. Where could you stay? Provide a cost/night.
g. Identify three places of accommodation where you could stay and provide a cost/night for each of the places.
h. How will you get around once you have entered the country?
i. Identify 10 places of interest to visit in the country.
j. Identify 3 places you would be interested in visiting in the country that are relevant for the group and explain why.
k. Prepare a brief programme of the kind of activities you could have during that week (including those in the exchange school).
ONE STEP FURTHER

b. 2. Share your different outcomes by orginising a fair in your school or in your classroom.   Each group produces a poster advertising the country of their choice. There must always be a representative of the group next to the poster ready to explain and give further information. The other students move around the fair collecting information. At the end there is a vote for the most popular destination acording to the information received.


	Minimum Evidence Required to Gain a Pass

	The evidence for this task will be presented in a variety of ways such as posters, a report, a diary, a presentation or project folder.  Prior to starting this task you should discuss and agree on the format with your teacher and in the amount of subtasks to be completed.
Where possible you should use relevant materials to support your work in this task.

Furthermore, this is an open book task. It is up to your teacher to decide how to gain a pass for this assignment.

Learner Task Guide for Teacher

	TASK 1/title:
	1. A class trip to Europe


This is a task which brings a lot of dynamic in the group! It brings a lot of new insights to the group and will let your pupils work together with pupils from abroad. Although it may look complicated to use this assignment, it is not as difficult as it looks. Once all started to be active, you don’t have to do anything but walk around and monitor their progress.  We expect that one of the direct impacts of this task will be to foster internationalization and physical international mobility. 
Thus, the task is also very useful and practical for pupils going on any mobility program abroad. 

Who is this task for?
This task is suitable for learners at Secondary Level and can be adapted to different age groups. 

Level:
lower Secondary education when used as a class work (all can do small parts of the task)


middle Secondary education in bigger teams with help of teacher;

upper Secondary education in smaller teams with less assistance of teachers. 

It helps learners collect information on geography, culture, education, and cost of life and means of transport. In this assignment pupils will investigate the possibilities other European countries offer. They will prepare a presentation/poster/… collecting their results and will organize a fair to present them. 

This task is part of a set of 12 tasks integrating the Common Framework for Europe Competences (CFEC) domains including Internationalisation and the preparation for mobility experience, the new European skills and different school courses. 

This task is suitable for all learners, irrespective of their educational level and whether they will or will not participate in a mobility experience. 

Suggestions for cross curricular work:

This learner task will fit into the curriculum of foreign language; in addition it can be combined with geography, history, mother tongue and citizenship.  

Suggestion for interactive teaching methods:

There is information on how to use a portfolio, how to do research and how to write a paper in the Teacher Handbook. It is downloadable free from http://www.trigger-project.org/products
You can also use the following KaHoot! Quiz as an interactive start of this task, or you can also do this learners’quiz as a break,  half way the lessons. It gives an introduction to Europe and mobilizes the learners’decire to be the fastest to answer and to be the winner… Learners also are allowed to use their mobiles or i-pads or laptops. The KaHoot! Quiz is ready for use, just make a free account, before you start. Suggestions for teaching the new skills:

Being a team player: As the learners have to work together, they need to listen to each other and decide together. 

Being interactive: It is advisable to leave the initiative with the learners for this task, and interfere as little as needed. In the pilots teachers found that, although they sometimes find this very hard, not giving the answer, but helping with an extra advice or question, gives the learners a boost for interaction, discussion and curiosity. There is no need to have silence in the classroom all the time. Sometimes discussion needs its noise (:

Being adaptive for changes: you will find that pupils have to be adaptive for changes, as they cannot constantly get their way. It is the team that decide, not the single player. This can be difficult for some learners, but at the end or even after more than one task from the learner set, they will get used to working and deciding together. 

When should this task be undertaken? 
It is advised that this task is undertaken whenever you want, but best is to let it be integrated with other TRIGGER tasks to form an enhanced project based task. 

All pupils can start with either task. This task could be offered to a lower class or level learner too, coaching will be necessary depending on the year and level. The focus should be on opening their minds to the possibilities other European countries offer. An international perspective is always needed on this topic. It is up to the tutor to determine when a pupil is ready for a task.
How many hours should be undertaken to achieve this task?
It has been estimated that around 8+ hours work is needed for learners. This task can be completed as part of the curriculum or independently. These estimated hours are merely a guideline and may need adjusting for learners who have additional support needs. These estimated hours can be reduced depending on whether the whole group works on all the subtasks or whether different teams take up different subtasks AND depending on the amount of hours available to reach these competence aims and outcomes within the curricula.
What evidence is required to achieve this task?
A learner can undertake several smaller tasks of this assignment. To achieve the highest level, all tasks must be completed. Where possible a pupil should use relevant materials to support the work in this task. DIFFERENT LEVELS, DIFFERENT TASKS:  Lower level pupils can fulfill fewer tasks. 

Support from the tutor is sometimes essential. It is advised to have a few links to websites.

How do I assess the level achieved in the CFEC after each task? 

The assessment page should be printed out so that pupils understand what kind of competences they are developing in this task. 

The assessment could be done individually, per group or even per class. 

Pupils should keep a portfolio (with pictures, a diary, programme) that collects and shows they have achieved the mentioned competences

What are possible benefits of completing this task?
· Increased awareness of human rights

· Increased cultural Awareness
· Increased language ability              

· Increased self-confidence   

· Understanding of other countries in Europe/world       

· Improved communication skills
· Personal relationships    

· Increased interest in other people
· Increased interest in a real (individual) mobility
